Continue community engagement and early planning of Tamworth Performing Arts & Cultural Precinct
Investigate, in collaboration with industry, developing service and ancillary industries associated with the
New England Renewable Energy Zone

Partner with NSW NPWS to facilitate access to Country for Indigenous enterprises
